 in accordance with paragraph 51, Act Nr. 40/1964 Coll., Civil Code as subsequently amended (hereinafter “Civil Code”), or Commercial Code and respective general binding legal regulations.
Article 2
Subject, reason and aim of this Agreement
1) The subject of this Agreement binds the Provider to provide and secure professional training at the Provider`s premises of the Student of the School, listed and named in the heading of this Agreement, who studies in the full-time form of study, in the study programme

2) The aim of this Agreement is to verify theoretical knowledge and ability of the Student to use the knowledge in real, particular circumstances and conditions of production at the Provider, to secure certain required level of quality and preparation of the Student for future profession in the area of the studied programme, under specialist supervision and training of the specialist staff of the Provider.
Article 3
Duration of this Agreement

Article 4

The Provider empowers the abovementioned employee to provide and secure at the Provider premises any specialist support and specialist supervision during professional training.

Article 5
Rights and obligations of the parties to this Agreement
1) Obligations of the Provider:
a)
to provide professional training for the Student of the School in agreement with the time schedule supplemented to this Agreement,
b)
to appoint and empower employees to organise professional training for the Student and support the Student with specialist help and supervision during professional training,
c)
before commencing professional training to give each participating student the necessary information and instructions clearly and in a provable manner to safeguard safety and protection of health at work that are valid for workplaces and premises of the Provider, in agreement with particular provisions of the Act Nr. 124/2006 Coll. on safety and protection of health at work, as amended, especially information in accordance with paragraph 7, section 6, a) to c) Act Nr. 124/2006 Coll. The information shall be delivered by the empowered employee from the workplace of the Provider, 

d)
before commencing professional training, in agreement with the respective provisions of the Act Nr. 314/2001 Coll. on protection against fire, as amended, to train in a provable manner each of the students, as required by the content of the training, on protection against fires as of paragraph 20, section 1, Regulation MV SR Nr. 121/2002 Coll. on fire prevention, as amended. The professional training shall be delivered by the empowered employee from the workplace of the Provider,
e)
on commencing professional training to inform the participating Student on work organisation at the workplace of the Provider, on actual role and position of the Student in the process of professional training and on tasks and obligations arising from the role,
f)
to duly inform the Student on other standards to comply with to secure the course of professional training or to contribute to the fulfilment of the aims of professional training,
g)
to provide reasonably acceptable conditions for the Student in which the aims and objectives of the professional training as defined in this Agreement, can be achieved,
h)
to provide space for efficient utilisation of the Student`s knowledge and personal potential to fulfil the aims of the training workplace,
i)
to provide the Student with special protective equipment (if necessary), work instruments and material necessary for participation in professional training, to provide cloak-rooms (if necessary) as well as convenience rooms in the Provider premises.
2)
Obligations of the Student:

a)
to follow instructions of the person empowered to manage operation of the workplace of the Provider (with full specialist competence) and, if case, follow the instructions of other persons with specialist competence (if empowered for the task),
b)
to elaborate a report for the School on the course of the actual professional training,
c)
to respect and comply with all directives and regulations in force at the Provider for the persons that perform activities in the Provider`s name, including legal regulations and other regulations to secure safety and protection of health at work, legal regulations on protection against fire and other general binding legal regulations, on which the Student had been provably informed,
d)
to conduct oneself in a way that no danger to life would occur, nor danger to health both of the Student or of the persons performing activities at the Provider`s, nor damage or degradation of property, nor unjust enrichment would occur.
e)
to keep secrecy on all facts, about which the Student was informed during professional training at the Provider (even after completion of the practical specialist training), in accordance with general legal regulations, regulating this obligation,
f)
in the period of professional training to be appropriately dressed, as required by type of the workplace,
g)
to take part in the professional training in line with the time schedule as supplemented to this Agreement,
h)
to pay compensation for damage caused to the Provider that was caused by the Student to the Provider by violating obligations stated in this Agreement, by violating general binding legal regulations and internal regulations of the Provider or the School (if the Student was provably informed on the regulations).

3)
In accordance with this Agreement, in the period of professional training, the Student has the right:

a)
to perform during the professional training in such conditions, provided on the side of the Provider and the School, that will allow the Student to duly comply with Article Nr. 1 of this Agreement and complete the requirements of a valid study programme of the School. 

b)
to such course and organising of professional training at the Provider that will respect also other rights of the Student arising from respective general binding legal regulations (e.g. paragraph 70, section 2, Act Nr. 131/2002 Coll.). 

4) Obligations of the School:
a)
to inform the Student on the aim, purpose and other relevant facts of professional training,
b)
in the case of need to support and consult the Student on various situations which can occur in the course of professional training,

c)
to utilise experience of the Student that was gained as a result of professional training only for purposes of education or science.
Article 6
General provisions
1) In the period of professional training the Student shall enjoy the legal rights of a student in higher education that will remain unchanged, namely the rights of insurance (health insurance, sickness benefits, pension insurance, etc.), in compliance with general binding legal regulations, as well as in the case of injury, but also in all other cases, as practical  training is stipulated in the Act on Higher Education as amended and in the approved study programme of the Student as part of higher education studies. 

2) The cost of accommodation, travel expenses and catering expenses that arise in connection with performance and participation in professional training will be settled by the Student.
Article 7
Final provisions
1) This Agreement is concluded pursuant to respective provisions of the Commercial Code and the Civil Code, Act Nr. 131/2002 Coll. on higher education as subsequently amended, and in agreement with respective general binding legal regulations. 

2) In the case some provisions of this Agreement become invalid or unenforceable, any other provisions of this Agreement shall stay valid and enforceable. In that case the parties to this Agreement agree to replace the invalid or unenforceable provision with a valid and enforceable provision in a Supplement to this Agreement that the nearest corresponds to the original intent of the unlawful invalid or unenforceable provision. In the period before the reformed supplement to this Agreement is concluded, the respective legislation of general binding legal regulations of the Slovak Republic shall be binding.
3) Any change, adjustment or supplementation to this Agreement shall be made in written, in the form of a supplement(s) to this Agreement.
4) This Agreement is drawn in four (4) duplicates.
5) The Agreement enters into force and is effective the next working day after its publication in the Central register of Contracts SR.
